AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS

AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER XIX (PARKS,
RECREATION AREAS AND OTHER PUBLIC PLACES) OF THE

REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF 

ISLAND HEIGHTS, ADDING AND DESIGNATING THE

WANAMAKER HALL SITE TO THE BOROUGH’S

RECREATION AND OPEN SPACE INVENTORY


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights has concluded that the protection of the historic locations and open space of the Borough is of extreme importance and concern; and

WHEREAS, Wanamaker Hall was destroyed by a fire in 2005, and was torn down due to the safety hazard it posed at that time; and


WHEREAS, the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection, Natural and Historic Resources Division, has required that the Borough add the Wanamaker Hall location to its inventory of Open Space and Recreation, and that the location be forever used for public open space and/or a place of permanent recreation/conservation; and


WHEREAS, the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection, Natural and Historic Resources Division, has required that uses of the old Wanamaker Hall location be limited to historic uses and/or recreation uses, with historic open character of the site being preserved; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights has concluded that the old Wanamaker Hall site should be added to the Borough’s recreation and open space inventory, so as to ensure that future generations of Island Heights residents can enjoy the historic character of this Borough treasure; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights has concluded that certain portions of the Borough Code must be amended in order to ensure that the Wanamaker Hall site can be preserved for future generations must be made, and that these amendments will be in the best interests and general welfare of the residents of the Borough; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights has concluded that a need now exists within the Borough to specifically designate the Wanamaker Hall site as a recreation and open space area to ensure the Borough maintains the historic character of this great location; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights declare this Ordinance necessary in the general interest of the public and has for its purpose the protection of a historic piece of the Borough’s history.  The Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights further declare that this Ordinance is intended to promote the general public safety and welfare and is enacted under the applicable laws of New Jersey, together with the general police powers either specifically granted to municipalities or reserved to the people by constitutional mandate or otherwise.

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights has determined that the enactment of this ordinance will further protect the safety, health, and general welfare of the residents of the Borough.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION I.
Chapter 19 of the Borough Code is amended as followed:



1.
A new Section 19-4, entitled “Wanamaker Hall Site” shall be 



added to the Borough Code to read as follows:




19-4.2 Purpose:  The Wanamaker Hall Site, with the exception of 



the Municipal Building Complex, is hereby declared to be of 



historic importance to the Borough of Island Heights.  This Section 


of the Code is intended to protect the historic nature of the property 


for future generation of residents of the Borough of Island Heights.




19-4.2 Recreation and Open Space Area:  The Wanamaker Hall 



Site is hereby declared, deemed, and added to the Borough’s 



Recreation and Open Space areas.




19-4.3 Prohibited Conduct:  Except as provided for by a previous 


ordinance or enactment of the Borough of Island Heights, in 



addition to all other prohibitions and limitations set forth in this 



Chapter 19 of the Borough’s Code with respect to Recreation and 



Open Space areas, it shall also be prohibited for any person, 



persons, corporation, partnership or combination thereof to erect 



any permanent or temporary structure or construction on the 



Wanamaker Hall location/site.  Additionally, is prohibited for any 



person, persons, corporation, partnership, or combination thereof 



to take any action, or do any act which could alter the pristine 



historic nature of the site.



19-4.4  Interpretive Panel:  There is hereby created an 




interpretative panel of residents of the Borough of Island Heights, 



consisting of no more than five (5) people, who shall be appointed 



by the Mayor, with consent of Council.  The purpose of the 




interpretive panel is to aide those who visit the Wanamaker Hall 



site with understanding the historic nature of the Wanamaker 



Camp site.




19-4.5 Violation and Penalties:  Any person, or persons, 




corporations, partnerships, or combinations thereof, who shall 



violate any of the terms or provisions of this section or who shall 



commit or do any act or thing which is prohibited by this section, 



shall, upon conviction thereof, be liable to the penalty stated in 



Chapter I, Section 1-5 of this Code.


SECTION II.  Any portion, or portions, of Chapter XIX (19), not affected by 
these amendments, remain(s) unchanged and in full effect.


SECTION III.  Any potion, or portions, of the Borough Code inconsistent 
herewith is (are) hereby repealed.


SECTION IV.  This ordinance shall be part of the Borough of Island Heights 
Municipal Code as though codified and fully set forth therein.  The Borough 
Clerk shall have this ordinance codified and incorporated in the official copies of 
the Island Heights Code.
SECTION V.
This ordinance shall take effect according to the law.
