ORDINANCE 2007 - 10

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, COUNTY OF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTERS IV (POLICE REGULATIONS) OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS TO PROHIBIT DUMPING OF MATERIALS AT THE BOROUGH PUBLIC WORKS GARAGE AND LITTERING

WHEREAS, the Borough of Island Heights is a municipal entity organized pursuant to the laws of the State of New Jersey; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights have concluded that the protection of the general welfare of the Borough and its residents are of extreme importance and concern;


WHEREAS, the Borough of Island Heights has recently constructed at the Public Works Garage a structure which is to be utilized by the Borough and its residents during certain time for the drop off of garbage recycling and other materials; and


WHEREAS, the structure at the Borough’s Public Works garage is open at very specific times; and


WHEREAS, there has occurred dumping and disposal of materials and garbage at this facility at time when not opened to the public; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights are of the opinion that dumping and disposal of materials at the Borough Public Works garage at times other than that which is open to the public is of great concern, for both health and safety within the Borough; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights has concluded that certain portions of the Borough Code must be amended in order to ensure that the best interests and general welfare of the residents of the Borough; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights have now concluded that a need now exists within the Borough to specifically prohibit the dumping and disposal of materials, garbage, and recycling at the Borough’s Public Works garage at any time other then that which is specifically set by the Mayor and Council; and\


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights have concluded that certain portions of the Borough Code must be amended in order to ensure that the best interests and general welfare of the resident and guests of the Borough of Island Heights are served; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights declare this Ordinance necessary in the general interest of the public and has for its purpose the protection of the people and their property and rights; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights further declare that this Ordinance is intended to promote the general public safety and welfare and is enacted under the applicable laws of the State of New Jersey, together with the general police powers either specifically granted to municipalities or reserved to the people by constitutional mandate or otherwise; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights has determined that the enactment of this Ordinance will further protect the safety, health, and general welfare of the resident and guests of the Borough of Island Heights:


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights as follows:


SECTION I. Chapter 4V, Section 4-14 of the Borough Code is amended and supplemented to read as follows:

4-14.1 Prohibited Conduct: It shall be unlawful and a violation of this Code section for any person, or persons to:

Dump, dispose, discharge, drop off, or otherwise discard any garbage, refuse, recycling, debris, building materials, landscape materials, or any other materials which normally would be disposed of through the utilization of the Borough’s public works department or private hauler, at the Borough’s Public Work’s garage location except at time specifically declared by the Mayor and Council by resolution or other official action.

Lifter on any Borough or Private Property.


SECTION II. Any portion or portions of the Borough Code not affected by this Ordinance remain(s) unchanged and in full effect.


SECTION III. Any portion(s) of the Borough Code inconsistent herewith is (are) repealed.


SECTION IV. This Ordinance shall be part of the Borough of Island Heights Municipal Code as though codified and fully set forth therein. The Borough Clerk shall have this Ordinance codified and incorporated in the official copies of the Island Heights Municipal Code.


SECTION V. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its adoption and any publication as may be required by law.
