ORDINANCE 2007- 16
AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND HEIGHTS, 
COUNTYOF OCEAN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING AND 
SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTERS IV (POLICE REGULATIONS) OF THE 
REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF ISLAND 
HEIGHTS TO PROHIBIT OBSTRUCTIONS OF PUBLIC PLACES 

AND SKATEBOARD ON PUBLIC PROPERTY
WHEREAS, the Borough of Island Heights is a municipal entity organized pursuant to the laws of the State of New Jersey; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights have concluded that the protection of the general welfare of the Borough and its residents are of extreme importance and concern;

 
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights hereby declare that skateboarding on certain Borough properties and streets is dangerous and can cause numerous problems including safety issues and destruction; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights have determined that a prohibition against skateboarding on certain Borough property, street, or public places should be enacted to ensure the safety of the residents and guests of the Borough of Island Heights; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights have determined that it is in the best interests of the Borough of Island Heights to ban and prohibit skateboarding and other obstructions of certain Borough owned property, streets, and public places; and 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights have concluded that certain portions of the Borough Code must be amended in order to ensure that the best interests and general welfare of the resident and guests of the Borough of Island Heights are served; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights declare this Ordinance necessary in the general interest of the public and has for its purpose the protection of the people and their property and rights; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights further declare that this Ordinance is intended to promote the general public safety and welfare and is enacted under the applicable laws of the State of New Jersey, together with the general police powers either specifically granted to municipalities or reserved to the people by constitutional mandate or otherwise; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights has determined that the enactment of this Ordinance will further protect the safety, health, and general welfare of the resident and guests of the Borough of Island Heights:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Island Heights as follows:


SECTION I.
Chapter IV, Section 4-3.2 of the Borough Code is amended and supplemented to read as follows:

4-3.2 Prohibited Behavior; violations and Penalties  

a.
It shall be unlawful for any person, alone or in concert with others to:

1.
Obstruct any public street, public highway, public sidewalk or any other public place or building by hindering or impeding, or tending to hinder or impede the free and uninterrupted passage of vehicles, traffic or pedestrians.  
2.
Commit in or upon any public street, public highway, public sidewalk or any other public place or building any act or thing which is an obstruction or interference to the free and uninterrupted use of the public street, public highway, public sidewalk or any other public place or building or with any business lawfully conducted by anyone in or upon or facing or fronting on any public street, public highway, public sidewalk or any other public place or building, all of which prevents the free and uninterrupted ingress, egress and regress, thereon and thereto.  
3.
Skateboard or utilize a skateboard shall be prohibited on the following public streets, public roads, public highways, and public thoroughfare, including any public sidewalk thereto:



A.
Central Avenue south of Lake Avenue;



B.
Maple Avenue south of Lake Avenue;



C.
Janes Avenue south of Lake Avenue;



D.
Oak Avenue south of Lake Avenue;

E.
Chestnut Avenue
south of Lake Avenue;

F.
West End Avenue south of Lake Avenue;

G.
River Avenue between the intersection of River Avenue and Ocean Avenue through the intersection of River Avenue and Central Avenue; and



H.
Sassafras Lane (entire length).

4.
Skateboard or utilize a skateboard on any public street, public road, public highway, public sidewalk, public thoroughfare, without a helmet.

5.
Skateboard or utilize a skateboard on any public street, public road, public highway, public thoroughfare, public sidewalk or any other public place or building after dusk 

6.
Permit, allow, assist or arrange for any person or persons to commit any of the violations specifically set forth above in paragraphs 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 of subsection a. of this Section.    

b.
When any person causes or commits, or causes, assists, or permits another person to cause or commit any of the conditions enumerated in paragraph a. herein, a police officer or other law enforcement officer shall, together with whatever citation or summons issued to said person by the police officer or other law enforcement officer, order that person to stop causing or committing such conditions and to move on and disperse.  
c.
Any person violating or failing to comply with any of the provisions of this section, shall upon conviction, be liable to the penalty set forth in Chapter I, Section 1-5.  The continuation of such violation for each successive day shall constitute a separate offense, and the person or persons allowing or permitting the continuation of the violations may be punishable as provided above for each separate offense.,

SECTION II.

Any portion or portions of the Borough Code not affected by this Ordinance remain(s) unchanged and in full effect.
SECTION III.

Any portion(s) of the Borough Code inconsistent herewith is (are) repealed.

SECTION IV.

This Ordinance shall be part of the Borough of Island Heights Municipal Code as though codified and fully set forth therein.  The Borough Clerk shall have this Ordinance codified and incorporated in the official copies of the Island Heights Municipal Code.

SECTION V.

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its adoption and any publication as may be required by law.
